Whenever appropriate, the course requirements should include a research paper of at 
least 20 pages, in addition to any oral presentations or shorter assignments relevant to the course.  
The 600-level course will be cross-listed with an 800-level Humanities course number.

Please indicate below by your signature that you have granted the student permission to register 
in your course. The student will be registered for the course by the Humanities office and your 
department will be informed of the registration.
