Program(s) Only available to current CGS Master’s, CGS Doctoral and Vanier CGS award holders  

(NSERC, SSHRC, CIHR) 

Value & Duration Up to $6,000 (2-6 months, one time only)  

Deadline Every May 10th for June competition cycle; and  

 

Every September 10th for October competition cycle. 

How to Apply Candidates applying for the CGS-MSFSS are to access the application from a single 

harmonized program description hosted on NSERC’s website. 

 

Each agency has its own application form and instructions, and care should be taken 

to ensure that the appropriate form is used.  You must prepare your application and 

supporting materials using their format standards. 

Apply to The online application and all supporting documents submitted by email as a single 

pdf document to sgs.graduate.awards@concordia.ca by the internal deadline date 

(May 10th or September 10th).
