2019-2020 Undergraduate Journalism Scholarships and Bursaries

These are set up for students to have the opportunity to have a little extra money.  If you win the funds they are put towards your tuition. The only exception is the Gil Purcell, which is an award that is external to Concordia.

Please look at each posting. If you are eligible, check to see if there is an application process. Some of the awards do not require an application, but many do.

There is no limit to how many you can apply to, but typically students can only win one (1) award per year.
There are two types of scholarships and bursaries:  

1. Merit based: 
· No application. The department bases their decision on the criteria required for the scholarship or award.
2. Application to be submitted:
· Some scholarships and bursaries require you to submit your application directly to the Journalism Department by email with the required items in one (1) pdf document.  The department will not review your application if any of the items are missing or if you miss the deadline.
· Some scholarships and bursaries require you to submit your application to the Financial Aid and Awards Office. Information on applying to these awards can be found in your MyConcordia Portal.
· The Gil Purcell Scholarship application is to be submitted to the address provided on the information sheet.

Don McGillivray Memorial Prize in Explanatory Journalism 2019-2020
The Don McGillivray Prize in Explanatory Journalism is intended to encourage the art of explanatory journalism, that is, a story, column or editorial that explains to the reader a complicated matter in easy-to-understand terms.  Don McGillivray (1927-2003) was a reporter, editor and columnist for over 40 years, as well as a professor of journalism at Concordia and Carleton universities. His enduring contribution to coverage of public affairs was as a political and economic columnist in Ottawa. As noted in his obituary in The Gazette: “…he brought the common sense of his Prairie dust bowl roots to the business and editorial pages. The economics of running this country weren't a mystery to him and he considered his job was to make sure his readers understood them, too...”

Robert Gibbens Memorial Entrance Scholarship 2019-2020
Robert (Bob) Gibbens was a Montreal-based business journalist known for his integrity and professionalism whose career spanned nearly 70 years. His colleagues referred to him as the dean of Montreal financial writers.

Born in England in 1924, Robert was a decorated veteran of World War II. His career in journalism began in England following the war and continued after he moved to Canada in 1957. He was business editor for The Montreal Star until it closed in 1979 following a long strike and went on to write for the Globe & Mail, the Financial Post and the Montreal Gazette. He was also a freelance writer for many publications, including the London Financial Times.

He was still working at age 91, when his last article was published in the Montreal Gazette. He passed away on November 26, 2016.
