HANDY RECYCLING RULES

• In QC, all plastics can be recycled except #6 (unless you take them to an Eco-
Center!)

• Composites (chip bags, candy wrappers) are not recyclable

• Unlabeled plastics – when in doubt, throw it out

• Plastic bags – can be bundled and recycled – in the trash for the clean-up

• Coated paper – milk and juice cartons – usually, yes! Coffee cups – only at 
Concordia. For this clean-up, trash!



PREPARING YOUR OWN CLEAN-UP

PICK UP EQUIPMENT FROM ECO-QUARTIER (or us!) 

INSPECT YOUR SITE

 trash and recycling bags
 ziplocks for cigarettes (if plan to recycle)
 plastic bags for masks (if plan to recycle)
 gloves, masks, sanitizer
 trash pickers (optional)
 notepad / pencil for final count (or use phone)
