TEACHING INNOVATION

Developed a series of oral and public history courses in partnership with community organizations and professors in other disciplines. Each time, students undertook original research and went public with their findings in creative ways. As part of the Right to the City Initiative (2015, 2016), I tethered my seminar with those in theatre, art history, and art education and based ourselves at Share the Warmth, a community group dedicated to food security in the deindustrialized neighbourhood of Point Saint-Charles. Each year, students shared their findings at a public showcase and produced the La Pointe memory-based audio walk and a special issue of Quebec Heritage magazine. I taught another three courses (2017, 2019,2022) in partnership with the Concordia Library, Special Collections as well as the Negro Community Centre and Union United Church, focused on Black community archives. Students shared their research at large public events in Little Burgundy as well as in a special issue of Quebec Heritage, an exhibition of student work at the Concordia Library, as well as a prize-winning article in the journal Archivaria. Likewise, I developed courses in partnership with the Atwater Library (2017) and Saint Columba-House (2018). Finally, I designed a new course centred on the Living Archives of the Rwandan Diaspora (2019, 2023), an online survivor testimony platform I developed with Page-Rwanda.  The course ended in a public event as well as a co-authored article in the UK journal Oral History. Student showcases have garnered significant media attention.
